CHOOSE ONE OF THE PROJECTS BELOW TO COMPLETE. YOU WILL BE GRADED ACCORDING TO THE RUBRIC ON THE BACK SIDE OF THIS LIST. CHOOSE WISELY!! 
DUE October 2, 2015. BINDER CHECK: October 5, 2015.

ART – Choose a medium in art (sculpture, drawing, fashion, or mixed media, etc.) to create a visual depiction of a minimum of 5 elements from Beowulf. You will be graded on your artistic ability and the overall depiction of the elements from Beowulf. Also, include a 200-word caption for each of your art pieces and how they symbolize directly the chosen element.
SOUNDTRACK – Create a soundtrack of 6 songs for the production of Beowulf. The soundtrack must focus on a single element (a character as he/she develops, a theme as it is portrayed, or etc.) of the epic. Burn them on a CD, complete with cover art and a book of lyrics and explanations. Each of the chosen songs should correlate to each of 6 different moments in the epic, and within the Book of Lyrics, include an introduction to the soundtrack, all the details of each song, an explanatory paragraph about the reason for the choice of song and how it captures that specific moment. 
MOVIE – Create a video representation of 3 scenes from Beowulf. THIS IS THE ONLY CHOICE FOR WHICH YOU MAY HAVE A PARTNER. You will be graded on your role in the film, your filmography, direction, and production of the short film. Either act out the scenes or present the video in class. You must include a script written for the characters, complete with stage directions. 
TECHNOLOGY – Create a website or PowerPoint for Beowulf, comparing the film to the original epic with no fewer than 10 elements, including these necessary elements: plot, setting, characters, theme, language, point of view, symbolism, and three of your choice. It should be interactive and explain both versions of the epic studied in class. 
CONSTRUCTION – Create a scale-model diorama of a key element in Beowulf, the film, and Beowulf, the original epic. Your diorama should represent a single element, side-by-side, from each of the two genres. You will be graded on your construction of the scenes, the detail, and the time you put into it. You will also need to submit 500-to-1000-word explanation of your choice: why chosen, what it means, and how each relates to each other. They can compare or contrast.
ESSAY: Research the elements of Beowulf further than what was covered in class. Find a third representation of the epic and compare at least three elements in the essay in all three depictions of the epic. You must include the epic portions read for class, the film watched/discussed in class, and a third of your choosing. CITE all the sources, and include direct quotes from each of the three sources to PROVE your point: the EFFECT Literature has on society.
Alternative choices may be considered with a written, detailed explanation of what the project is, why it is relevant, and how it will be completed, and MUST BE APPROVED by the instructor.
