CHOOSE ONE OF THE PROJECTS BELOW TO COMPLETE. YOU WILL BE GRADED ACCORDING TO THE RUBRIC ON THE BACK SIDE OF THIS LIST AND HOW WELL CLASS EXPECTATIONS ARE FOLLOWED. REMEMBER, YOU MUST INCLUDE ANY OUTSIDE SOURCES USED IN MLA FORMAT with CITATIONS. CHOOSE WISELY!!

ART – Choose a medium in art (sculpture, drawing, fashion, or mixed media, etc.) to create a visual depiction of a minimum of 5 elements (plot, setting, characterization, etc.) from The Odyssey. You will be graded on your artistic ability and the overall depiction of the elements from Beowulf. Also, include a 100-word caption for each of your art pieces and how they symbolize directly the chosen element.
SOUNDTRACK – Create a soundtrack of 6 songs for a production of The Odyssey. The soundtrack must focus on a single element (a character as he/she develops, a theme as it is portrayed, or etc.) of the epic. Burn them on a CD or create a playlist to send to me, complete with cover art and a book of lyrics and explanations. Each of the chosen songs should correlate to each of 6 different moments in the epic, and within the Book of Lyrics, include an introduction to the soundtrack, all the details of each song, an explanatory paragraph about the reason for the choice of song and how it captures that specific moment. 
MOVIE – Create a video representation of 3 scenes from The Odyssey. THIS IS THE ONLY CHOICE FOR WHICH YOU MAY HAVE A PARTNER. You will be graded on your role in the film, your filmography, direction, and production of the short film. Either act out the scenes or present the video in class. You must include a script written for the characters, complete with stage directions. You each must also include a 200 word reflection essay on your role and that of your partner.
TECHNOLOGY – Create a website or PowerPoint for The Odyssey complete with a minimum of 10 characters (5 mortals and 5 Gods/Goddesses), and including these other necessary elements: plot, setting, theme, language, point of view, symbolism, and three of your choice. It should be interactive and explain and analyze the epic studied in class according to these elements. 
CONSTRUCTION – Create a scale-model diorama of a key element in The Odyssey and mythology. Your diorama should represent a single element of the epic and be of epic proportion. You will be graded on your construction of the element, the detail, and the time you put into it. You will also need to submit 250-to-500-word explanation of your choice: why chosen, what it means, and how this particular element blends both mythology and The Odyssey. 
CREATIVE WRITING: Develop an alternate ending of The Odyssey. Use the dimensions of an epic as discussed in class notes, It must take on the language and format of the epic. It must include language of the time period. It will be graded on your ability to match the language, style, and elements accordingly.

CULINARY: Research recipes for an authentic Greek dish. Prepare the recipe as part of a menu for a feast for King Odysseus’ return. Record any difficulties in preparation, including the recipe and substitutions, reasons for choosing such a dish, and how it ORIGINALLY would have been enjoyed. Work with others also preparing dishes to ensure no overlap or duplicate items made. Limited #.
Alternative choices may be considered with a written, detailed explanation of what the project is, why it is relevant, and how it will be completed, and MUST BE APPROVED by the instructor.
